Cluster 1 will fund actions to
aromote and protect human health and well-being, decrease the burden of dissases
and communities, and support the transformation of health care systems in their
efforts towards better health promotion and disease prevention while ensuring fair
access for everyone to innovative, sustainable and high-quality health care. Cluster
2 will focus on the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic such as mental health related
issues, loneliness and their socio-economic impacts; effects of ageing on society
including health care systems as well as focus on other factors impacting wellbeing.
Cluster 3 will fund actions supporting security for society, including security for
cultural heritage from the operational point of view and R&I to develop tools for
enhanced criminal investigation capabilities for law enforcement agencies to
prevent criminal acts and mitigate their impacts, including cybercrime and violent
radicalisation.
